Weston & Sampson, on behalf of the Town of Needham'’s (Town) Department of Public Works (the Applicant), is
pleased to present an application for Design Review for a new building addition to the Jack Cogswell Building
(JCB) located at 1407 Central Avenue. This project stems from the 2023 DPW Master Plan, which identified
deficiencies in the existing maintenance facilities at 470 Dedham Avenue, including space limitations, outdated
infrastructure, and operational inefficiencies. The Town is proposing a new fleet maintenance facility adjoining the
JCB, to meet its current needs.

Project Overview

The Needham Department of Public Works (DPW) has undertaken a phased approach to modernizing its facilities
to enhance operational efficiency, address aging infrastructure, and meet the evolving needs of the Town. Phase
| of this effort focuses on the design and construction of a new Fleet Maintenance Facility to support DPW
operations. The proposed Fleet Maintenance Facility will be designed to provide a modern, fully functional
workspace for maintaining and servicing the Town’s vehicle fleet, including heavy-duty trucks, emergency
response vehicles, and other municipal equipment. The facility will include maintenance bays, parts storage,
administrative spaces, and employee facilities, with an emphasis on operational efficiency, sustainability, and long-
term adaptability. The project also aligns with the Town’s sustainability goals, integrating all-electric building
systems, with geothermal heating and cooling system, and roof top solar infrastructure.

The proposed work for the project is at the southeasterly corner of property identified as Map 308, Block 2 (the
site). The site is on a parcel owned by the Town of Needham, containing approximately 76-acres of land and holds
the Town’s Recycling and Transfer Station (RTS), which is approximately 500-feet to the west of the JCB facility.

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This lot is in the Single Residence A (SRA) zoning district. Municipal uses are allowed by-right in the SRA district
per the Schedule of Use Regulations in the Zoning By-Laws. The parcel abuts the northerly frontage of Central
Avenue and is in the western end of the Town. Under existing conditions, the site consists of the previous JCB
development and adjoining wooded areas. The westerly, northerly, and easterly extents of the project site contain
bordering vegetated wetlands.

As part of the permitting process, a Notice of Intent (NOI) has been submitted for the proposed work within the
100-Foot Buffer Zone and to address stormwater management considerations associated with the development.
The project site, located at the existing DPW complex, will undergo site improvements, including stormwater
controls to mitigate runoff impacts while ensuring compliance with local and state environmental regulations.
Additionally, best management practices (BMPs) will be implemented to protect nearby resource areas, ensuring
the facility meets environmental and operational goals.

On behalf of the Applicant, Weston & Sampson respectfully requests the following relief items for the proposed
site design:

» A waiver from the Planning Board is requested from Section 5.1.3(a) pertaining to the requirement of a
minimum parking lot illumination level. The proposed site design does not include exterior light poles to
reduce the visual impact of the project. Exterior lighting is only proposed to be provided over doorways
on the new building addition. The Planning Board granted a waiver request from Section 5.1.3(a) for the
JCB facility on November 20, 2018.

« A waiver from the Planning Board is requested from Section 5.1.3(k) pertaining to the requirement for
landscaped areas to include trees, shrubs, flowers, and grass. The landscaped area adjacent to the
proposed parking lot was originally constructed for the JCB facility as a stormwater detention basin. It is
proposed to be modified in-kind and in accordance with the Massachusetts Stormwater Management
Standards. However, this basin requires occasional mowing to remain accessible for regular inspections
and maintenance. Additional permanent plantings such as trees, shrubs, and flowers would hinder
maintenance operations. Furthermore, a significant amount portion of the proposed basin should be built
directly over ledge and only hearty, shallow-rooted plantings suitable for saturated soil and partially-sunny
areas (such as grasses) are compatible for planting in this basin.

» A waiver from the Planning Board is requested from Section 5.1.3(l) pertaining to the requirement of a
minimum tree planting for the parking lot. The parking spaces are proposed to be screened by the existing
ledge wall face and woods in front of the parking lot. The ledge faced wall is approximately fourteen-feet
in grade above the proposed parking spaces and is approximately six-to-ten-feet above Central Avenue.
There is approximately seventy-feet of undisturbed woods between the proposed site and the Central
Avenue right-of-way. As a condition of approval from the Planning Board for the JCB facility, trees were
planted adjacent to the curb cuts of the entrance driveway which provide additional screening to the
facility. It is the opinion of the Applicant and Weston & Sampson that the existing site features provide
sufficient screening of the proposed parking spaces to meet the intent of the By Law.

» A waiver from the Planning Board is requested from Section 5.1.3(n) pertaining to the requirement of
bicycle racks. The proposed facility operates independently of the RTS facility on the parcel and is not
intended to be accessed by the general public; therefore, a bicycle rack is not warranted. The Planning
Board granted a waiver request from Section 5.1.3(n) for the JCB facility on November 20, 2018.

Zoning Compliance

The proposed project has been designed to be consistent with the required Review Criteria outlined in Section
7.4.6 of the Zoning By-Laws, as summarized here:

(@) The proposed facility has been carefully designed to avoid detrimental impacts to adjoining properties,
specifically addressing stormwater management, visual screening, lighting, and noise control.

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The project includes a comprehensive stormwater management system designed in accordance with the
ten Massachusetts Stormwater Management Standards outlined in the MassDEP Stormwater Handbook.
A detailed stormwater report documenting compliance with these standards has been submitted to the
Conservation Commission as part of the Notice of Intent application.

To address visual impacts, the facility incorporates substantial excavation of ledge, resulting in a
significant ledge-faced wall extending to approximately the height of the proposed building. This ledge-
faced wall, together with existing vegetation, will effectively screen the facility from Central Avenue and
adjacent residential properties.

Site lighting will be minimal, with no new pole-mounted or freestanding lighting fixtures proposed. Exterior
lighting will be limited to wall-mounted fixtures above overhead doors and personnel entrances, designed
to match the lighting currently in use at the existing JCB facility. All fixtures will be shielded, downward-
directed, and compliant with dark-sky standards, minimizing glare and light spill onto adjoining properties.

Regarding noise impacts, the project proposes a natural gas generator located behind the building. The
generator will be housed within a level 2 sound-rated enclosure and further shielded by a 10-foot-high,
20-foot-long sound barrier wall. These measures ensure that operational noise from the generator will not
exceed ambient sound levels by more than 10 decibels (dB) in accordance with MassDEP noise regulation
(310 CMR 7.10). Additional technical details and analyses are included in the sound study provided with
this application.

(b) The proposed fleet maintenance facility has been designed to support safe and efficient vehicular
movement within the site and along adjacent streets. The facility will utilize the existing driveway curb cuts
on Central Avenue and share the internal circulation patterns of the adjacent JCB facility. These driveways
were originally designed and constructed to accommodate traffic associated with the Town’s Recycling
and Transfer Station (RTS), including regular use by large municipal vehicles. The proposed project does
not modify the configuration or directional flow of any of the existing driveways. Based on current
conditions and their established use by heavy vehicles, these access points appear to operate safely and
effectively.

The facility will be used exclusively by Town personnel and will not be accessed by the public. As
described in the attached Traffic Study Report, vehicle trips associated with the facility are expected to be
minimal, and the project is anticipated to have a negligible impact on traffic volumes along Central Avenue.

While pedestrian access will be limited to Town staff, the facility has been designed to comply with all
applicable accessibility requirements. Designated accessible parking and building entries will be provided
to ensure safe access for employees, including those with mobility challenges.

(c) The Zoning By-Law does not identify a specific parking requirement for the proposed Central Avenue
storage and fleet maintenance use. While “automotive repair” is the closest comparable use listed, that
category generally applies to facilities serving the public. In contrast, the proposed facility is solely
intended to maintain and store municipal fleet vehicles, with no public access. As such, the parking
demand associated with an automotive repair use would significantly overstate the actual needs of the
facility.

In accordance with Section 5.1.2(20) of the Zoning By-Law, when a proposed use is not specifically listed,
the required number of parking spaces is to be based on the “closest similar use as shall be determined
by the Building Inspector.” If no similar use can be reasonably identified, the Planning Board may
recommend a reasonable number of parking spaces based on the anticipated needs of occupants,
employees, and visitors, supported by an alternative technical source.

To that end, the Applicant has evaluated the parking needs based on the facility’s expected operations.
The parking program accounts for six full-time employees, three municipal vehicles, one future employee,
two visitor spaces, and up to six service appointments occurring at peak times. Based on this operational

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breakdown, the Applicant proposes a total of 18 parking spaces to support the storage and fleet
maintenance facility. This includes general use spaces, one accessible space, and two electric vehicle
charging spaces.

The existing JCB facility was constructed without exterior refuse or recycling storage areas, because it
would be infrequently occupied. The proposed fleet maintenance facility addition should be regularly
staffed. As such, refuse and recycling containers are proposed to be provided adjacent to the facility
addition. Town solid waste collection vehicles will be scheduled to collect container contents and dispose
of accordingly at the neighboring RTS facility.

The relationship of the proposed structure to the natural landscape, existing buildings, and surrounding
community assets has been carefully considered in the site design. The proposed fleet maintenance
facility is located 186.1 feet from Central Avenue at its closest point, exceeding the required 35-foot front
setback, and 92.7 feet from the nearest side lot line, where a 25-foot setback is required. The facility is
constrained on the north, west, and east by wetlands, which limit the ability to shift the building further in
any direction. As a result, the facility has been sited as far as possible from both Central Avenue and the
eastern property line. The design meets all other dimensional requirements of the SRA zoning district.

The site is surrounded by vegetation, which will be largely preserved. Tree removal will be limited to what
is necessary for construction and grading. A total of 11 trees are planned to be removed within the
wetland buffer zone. To mitigate this impact, the project proposes planting 22 new trees within the
buffer, resulting in a 2:1 replacement ratio.

This project will have no adverse impacts on the Town’s resources. The proposed facility will be adjoining
the JCB facility which neighbors the RTS facility on the same parcel. This site is currently developed and
in active use. This project will add a new structure to the site, but use of this structure will be designated
to the Town’s fleet maintenance staff and will not generate any adverse impacts on the Town’s resources.
The Town has adequate water and sewer system capacity to serve the demands of this proposed facility.

The attached application was prepared in accordance with the standards and recommendations provided in the
Zoning By-Laws (By-laws).

We have completed a review of a proposed emergency generator sound associated with the Fleet
Maintenance Garage project located on Central Avenue in Needham, MA. In order to ensure that
exercising and operation of the generator will be in compliance with applicable regulations (MassDEP),
ambient sound measurements of the site are required. Cavanaugh Tocci measured ambient sound levels
at this site for the Recycling & Transfer Station Emergency Generator sound study in 2019. We
understand the Town of Needham has approved the use of the 2019 ambient data for this project. This
report discusses applicable noise regulations and presents our sound impact assessment. Appendix A
presents a glossary of acoustical terminology used in this report.

Noise Regulations

The Town of Needham noise ordinance applies only to construction noise and is not applicable to sound
created by this project from operation of the emergency generator.

The Commonwealth of Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection (MassDEP) noise
regulation (310 CMR 7.10) is applicable.

Commonwealth of Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection

Commonwealth of Massachusetts requirements under 310 CMR Section 7.10 qualitatively
prohibit noise under some circumstances. Interpretation is provided in the Massachusetts
Department of Environmental Quality Engineering’s Policy 90-001 dated February 1, 1990; and
in the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) Form BWP AQ Sound. The Massachusetts
policy limits new noise intrusions to 10 dBA over the existing ambient (Lso) sound level. Tonal
sound, defined as any octave band level which exceeds the levels in adjacent octave bands by

3 dB or more, is also not allowed. These MassDEP noise guidelines are applicable both at the
property lines and at the nearest inhabited buildings.

Existing Ambient Sound Levels (2019 Sound Study)

We installed an environmental sound level meter on site for approximately one week to document
existing ambient levels for the Recycling & Transfer Station project in 2019. The meter was installed
along the east property line near residential receptors on Central Avenue, as shown on Image 1.
Monitoring began the afternoon of Thursday September 5" and concluded the afternoon of Thursday
September 12™ in 2019. Detailed measurement results are shown in the attached Figures.

MassDEP noise policy documents state that the ambient sound level is the background A-weighted
sound level that is exceeded 90% of the time, measured during equipment operating hours. The 90th
percentile exceedance level is also known as the L90.

The average of the lowest daily daytime and nighttime background sound levels measured over the
weeklong period were 36 dBA and 30 dBA, respectively. The MassDEP limit for the generator sound will
be set at 46 dBA during daytime hours (during times of periodic exercise of the generator) and 40 dBA
during nighttime hours (emergency operation).

The reported sound monitoring data has been processed to remove significant contributions of insect
sound. This has been done by filtering-out sound energy at frequencies of 2,000 Hz and higher (using
octave bands) typically produced by insects. Removing insect sound reduced the average of lowest
measured background sound levels by 6-10 dBA. These reduced levels are those reported on the
attached figure. The primary reason for insect-correcting data is to determine the character of the
background sound during quieter times of the year when insect sound is not present. The insect-
corrected L90 sound levels are lower than the uncorrected L90 and have led to lower design goals for
sound, which are more protective of the community.

Project Noise Analysis

Estimates of sound levels produced by the proposed Project have been calculated using CadnaA
environmental sound modeling software (Version 2025 DataKustic GmbH). The acoustic modeling
requires information on equipment noise emission levels, the location of the sources, the location of the
receptors, and information on how the noise may propagate from the source to the receiver. The
CadnaA sound modeling software uses algorithms and procedures described in International Standard
ISO 9613-2:1996 “Acoustics- Attenuation of sound during propagation outdoors — Part 2: General
method of calculation.”

The following mechanical equipment was included in the computer model:

* One (1) Emergency Generator, Kohler 400REZXD with a Level 2 Sound Enclosure.
Generator package sound emissions are 72 dBA at a distance of 23 feet. Sound data
attached to this report. The generator is located behind the northwest corner of the
proposed building as shown in Figure 1.

As currently designed, estimated sound levels at the nearest residential property line and residences
exceed the MassDEP Noise Policy limit by up to 4 dBA. In order to reduce sound from the generator, we
recommend installing a barrier along the east side of the generator as shown in Figure 1. The barrier is
10 feet high and 20 feet in length. Weston & Sampson is planning to build a CMU block wall, which
exceeds our minimum STC 25 (Sound Transmission Class) barrier requirement.

Figure 1 presents the results of the acoustic modeling at four property line locations and three
residential locations with the recommended barrier in place. The analysis indicates that generator
sound is expected to range between 34 and 40 dBA at the nearest property line and between 33 and 39
dBA at the nearest residential locations. At residential locations a height of 7 feet was used for 1% story
windows and 17 feet was used for 2" story windows, where applicable.

Table 1 presents the results of acoustic modeling with project related sound alone, as well as added to
the existing average nighttime background sound level of 30 dBA. Estimated sound levels at property
line and residential locations comply with the MassDEP limit of 10 dB over existing background. Full
octave band data tables are presented in Appendix B.

A tonal analysis was conducted on the estimated project sound levels plus background and no
tonal nature of sound from equipment was found according to the MassDEP tonal definition.

Conclusion
Based on our review, it is our opinion that the emergency generator associated with the Needham Fleet
Maintenance Garage project will comply with all applicable regulations (MassDEP criteria) with the

recommended sound barrier wall. The emergency generator for this project is expected to be exercised
during daytime hours and will not operate at night unless there is an emergency.

Sound Measurement Terminology
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SOUND MEASUREMENT TERMINOLOGY

In order to quantify the amplitude, frequency, and temporal characteristics of sound, various acoustical
descriptors are used. The following is an introduction to acoustic terminology that is used in this report.

Sound Level

Sound levels are typically quantified using a logarithmic decibel (dB) scale. The use of a
logarithmic scale helps to compress the wide range of human sensitivity to sound amplitude into
a scale that ranges from approximately 0 to 180 dB. Note however, that the use of the
logarithmic scale prevents simple arithmetic operations when combining the cumulative impact
of sources. For example, two sources of equal sound level operated simultaneously results in a
combined sound level that is only 3 dB higher than if only one source was operated alone. An
important feature of the human perception of continuous sound is that an increase or decrease
in sound pressure level by 3 dB or less is barely perceptible, and an increase or decrease by

10 dB is perceived as a doubling or halving of noise level.

A-weighting

Generally, the sensitivity of human hearing is restricted to the frequency range of 20 Hz to
20,000 Hz. However, the human ear is most sensitive to sound in the 500 Hz to 5,000 Hz
frequency range. Above and below this range, the ear becomes progressively less sensitive. To
account for this feature of human hearing, sound level meters incorporate filtering of acoustic
signals that corresponds to the varying sensitivity of the human ear to sound at different
frequencies. This filtering is called A-weighting. Sound level measurements that are obtained
using this filtering are referred to as A-weighted sound levels and are signified by the
identifier, dBA. A-weighted sound levels are widely used for evaluating human exposure to
environmental sounds. To help place A-weighted sound levels in perspective, Figure A-1
contains a scale showing typical sound levels for common interior and environmental sound
sources.

Spectral Characteristics — Octave and 1/3 Octave Band Sound Levels

To characterize a sound, it is often necessary to evaluate the frequency distribution of the sound
energy. As mentioned before, the frequencies of most interest where human exposure is
concerned range between 20 Hz and 20,000 Hz. This frequency range is commonly divided into
octave bands, where an octave band is a range of frequencies. Each octave band is referred to
by its center frequency and has a bandwidth of one octave (a doubling of frequency). To cover
the full range of human hearing, it is necessary to measure sound in 10 separate octave bands.
Typically, the lowest frequency band measured has a center frequency of 31.5 Hz. The next
frequency band has a center frequency of 63 Hz. This geometric series continues to the highest
frequency band that has a center frequency of 16,000 Hz. A set of octave band sound levels to
describe a particular sound is called an octave band spectrum. Covering the full range of
hearing, an octave band spectrum would have 10 values, one for each band. Under certain
circumstances, more frequency resolution in acoustical data is needed to identify the presence
of tonal sounds. A 1/3 octave band spectrum uses filters that divide each octave band into 3

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separate frequency bands. Note that octave band and 1/3 octave band sound levels are not
usually A-weighted, with their units being dB.

Environmental Noise Descriptors

Sound levels in the environment are continuously fluctuating and it is difficult to quantify these

time-varying levels with single number descriptors. Statistical approaches, which use percentile
sound levels and equivalent sound levels, are often used to quantify the temporal characteristics
of environmental sound.

Percentile sound levels (L,) are the A-weighted sound levels that are exceeded for specific
percentages of time within a noise measurement interval. For example, if a measurement
interval is one hour long, the 50th percentile sound level (Lso) is the A-weighted sound level that
is exceeded for 30 minutes of that interval.

e Lgois the sound level in dBA exceeded 90 percent of the time during the measurement
period. The 90th percentile sound level represents the nominally lowest level reached
during the monitoring interval and is typically influenced by sound of relatively low
level, but nearly constant duration, such as distant traffic or continuously operating
industrial equipment. The Ly is often used in standards to quantify the existing
background or residual sound level.

e Lsois the median sound level: the sound level in dBA exceeded 50 percent of the time
during the measurement period.

e Lygisthe sound level exceeded only 10 percent of the time. It is close to the maximum
level observed during the measurement period. The Lio is sometimes called the
intrusive sound level because it is caused by occasional louder noises like those from
passing motor vehicles or aircraft.

By using percentile sound levels, it is possible to characterize the sound environment in terms of
the steady-state background sound (Lsp) and occasional transient sound (Lio).

The equivalent sound level (Leg) is the energy average of the A weighted sound level for the
measurement interval. Sounds of low level and long duration, as well as sounds of high level
and short duration influence this sound level descriptor.

Noise levels at night generally produce greater annoyance than do the same levels which occur
during the day. Itis generally agreed that a given level of environmental noise during the day
would appear to be 10 dBA louder at night — at least in terms of potential for causing
community concern. The day night average sound level (Ldn) is a 24 hour average A-weighted
sound level where a 10 dB “penalty” is applied to sound occurring between the hours of

10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. The 10 dB penalty accounts for the heightened sensitivity of a
community to noise occurring at night.

When a steady continuous sound is measured, the Lig, Lso, Loo and Leq are all equal. For a
constant sound level, such as from a power plant operating continuously for a 24-hour period,
the Lqn is approximately 6 dBA higher than the directly measured sound level.

Introduction

Weston & Sampson has prepared this traffic impact assessment for a proposed fleet maintenance
facility addition to the Town of Needham’s Department of Public Works (DPW) complex on the north
side of Central Avenue west of Marked Tree Road. Based on the size and expected use of the proposed
fleet maintenances facility, this report will review existing traffic volumes on the adjacent street,
approximate trip generation of the facility, and discuss traffic impacts, if any, that are expected with the
proposed facility.

Proposed Addition and Access

The proposed fleet maintenance facility will be on the east side of the existing Cogswell Building. The
Cogswell Building is used for equipment storage for the town. A portion of the Cogswell building is being
considered for an extra vehicle bay for servicing tires/wheels while the remained will continue to be used
for storage. The proposed facility will provide four vehicle bays to facilitate maintenance and repairs of
Town of Needham vehicles. The proposed project will modify the adjacent pavement and parking area
and a portion of the internal road connection to support vehicular movement to/from the facility. The
proposed project will not change the directional flow or restrictions of any of the existing four driveways
that service the DPW complex. Access into the fleet maintenance facility is provided at the eastern most
driveway which is not open to public traffic. Access out of the fleet maintenance facility is at the third
driveway from the east which is the only public egress for the DPW facility and provides two exit lanes
only.

Existing Roadway Description and Traffic Volumes

Central Avenue is functionally classified as an urban minor arterial, and it connects Elliot Street in Newton
to Centre Avenue in Dover. Adjacent to the site, Central Avenue is approximately twenty-five feet wide
and provides one eleven-foot-wide lane in each direction with a center double yellow stripe and white
shoulder stripes. The posted speed limit within the vicinity of the site is 40 miles per hour (MPH).

Traffic volume counts with vehicular classification and speed data on Central Avenue were collected for
forty-eight hours on Tuesday, February 25, through Wednesday, February 26, 2025. Based on the month
of the traffic counts and functional classification, the traffic count data does not require a seasonal
adjustment factor per Massachusetts Department of Transportation published correction factors. The
traffic counts show an average of 13,953 daily traffic on Central Avenue. The AM peak hour began at

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7:30 AM and was comprised of 1,302 vehicles, which was 9.3 percent of daily traffic. The PM peak hour
began at 4:15 PM and was comprised of 1,249 vehicles, which was 9.0 percent of daily traffic. Truck
traffic on Central Avenue averaged 2.0 percent of all vehicular traffic throughout the day. During the peak
hours, truck percentage of total vehicular traffic was 2.4 percent during the AM peak hour and 0.6
percent during the PM peak hour. The 85" percentile speeds on Central Avenue on both days was 38
MPH eastbound and 39 MPH westbound.

Weston & Sampson received old traffic count data summaries from 2016 and 2019 for Central Avenue
east of the Recycling Transfer Station. The 13,953 daily traffic volume count in 2025 is an increase of
12.0 percent over nine years (or 1.3 percent annually) from 12,453 vehicles per day in 2016 and a
decrease of 3.4 percent over six years (or -0.6 percent annually) from 14,438 vehicles per day in 2019.
Since the recent traffic volumes counts were less than the 2019 counts, there is not an expectation of
large traffic volume growth that should be expected by from the date of the counts to when the project
is completed.

Trip Generation of Proposed Development

The proposed development is expected to generate new trips by staff and vehicles being picked up and
dropped off for maintenance. To estimate these types of trips generated by the new facility, the recent
history of vehicle repair occurrence is considered. The Town of Needham DPW indicated that, in a
twelve-month period between 2023 and 2024, there were 774 documented repair visits and estimated
an additional ten percent of undocumented minor repairs for a total of 851 repairs. If all repairs occur
Monday through Friday, then this equates to an average of approximately 3.3 repairs per workday. Not
all repairs will generate external trips as some vehicles to be repaired are stationed at the recycle and
transfer station. Vehicles normally stored off-site that require repair could be part of a maintenance
schedule or transported by tow/trailer. Deliveries of vehicles for repair could include extra trips as the
driver may leave in another vehicle while it is being serviced. For analysis purposes an average of twelve
external trips generated per day (six in, six out) related to vehicle repairs.

In addition to trips associated with vehicles being repaired, trips will be generated by staff for
commuting, retrieving materials, personal trips, etc. The facility is expected to have six staff on a typical
workday. Six staff commuting trips are projected during the morning peak hour, six staff commuting
trips out during the afternoon peak hour, and eight non-commute related trips during non-peak hours.

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Conclusions

The proposed fleet maintenance facility is anticipated to generate a total of thirty-two trips per day on a
typical workday based on fleet repair history and staffing considerations, with ten trips during the AM
peak hour of the adjacent street and ten trips during the PM peak hour of the adjacent street. Of the
thirty-two trips, fewer than twelve are expected to be heavy vehicles

External trips by vehicles for repair will more likely be to/from the existing fleet facility at 470 Dedham
Avenue where the town stores some of its vehicles. Staff commute trips will be distributed based on
staff residency. Traffic volumes on Central Avenue may increase by 0.2 percent of total traffic with the
addition of the proposed fleet maintenance facility and heavy vehicle traffic volume increase by less than
4.3 percent.

The proposed fleet maintenance facility is anticipated to have a negligible traffic impact on the local
roadway network due to low trip generation relative to existing traffic volumes on Central Avenue. Central
Avenue already supports heavy traffic to/from the Needham Recycling and Transfer Station.

Thefollowing isalist of Public Health Division comments regarding this proposal:

- Pleaseinstall sufficient and approved mechanism(s) to prevent the discharge of ail,
gasoline, grease, sand, and other substances that are harmful or hazardous to building drainage
systems and/or the public sewer system, to this garage addition, per 248 CMR, § 10.09 -
Interceptors, Separators and Holding Tanks. Per MA Dept. of Environmental Protection
(MassDEP) and MA Wellhead Protection regulation guidance, no floor drain shall be allowed
to discharge without pretreatment, such as an oil/water separator, etc. All floor drains added to
this new garage addition need to have a mechanism installed prior to the direct connection to
the municipal sewer line. (Please Note: Connection of a separation system to a sewer shall
adhere to Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection rules located at 314 CMR
7.00: Sewer System Connection and Extension Permit Program).

- If new exterior lighting isinstalled, the lights shall not cause a public health nuisance and

should be directed down towards the ground in order to prevent the risk of bright light
migrating into other neighboring residential properties.

- Dueto theinstallation of the new generator, please ensure that the noise produced will be
minimal, and muffled if necessary, and not cause a public health nuisance noise concern for
the abutting neighbors.

- Please have the applicant apply for a dumpster permit through the Public Health
Division. Seedirect link to this online permit application --
https.//needhamma.portal .opengov.com/categories/1073/record-types/1006346.

- Ensurethat the applicant has on-going dust control due to the potential dust that could be

produced from the drilling of the ledge. Please control any potential nuisance dust and/or noise
created.

- On-going pest control must be conducted before construction starts, and also throughout
the construction project, to prevent the risk of pests.

- Please ensure that the applicant completes the final approval requirements and obtain an

approved Geothermal Well permit through the Public Health Division. Application has been
applied for and isin the plan review process.

The Board reviewed the documents for site modifications and the addition of a vehicle
maintenance garage to the existing DPW storage facility.

The addition is a two-story structure connected to the existing building by a small one-story
section, completing the buildings as a U-shaped configuration. The addition picks up the
materials and low sloped roof of the existing building. There is an open-air single-story wash
bay at the end of the new section of the building. The area of the site where the addition will
go is a hill of ledge, a portion of which will be removed, leaving a natural wall of ledge behind
the building. There is a bioretention basin being installed behind the building to manage water
runoff to adjacent wetlands.

The building uses the existing building finish materials of stone veneer base wall and synthetic
stucco well and it creates a seamless addition to the existing storage building. The clerestory
windows will provide daylight to the interior and break up the necessarily tall walls required
for the interior space. The use of the single-story connector section and the single-story roof
height at the wash bay break up the massing of the building well and potentially large blank
walls are mediated by the single story volumes.

There is a residential abutter and there was discussion of the building’s impact on the neighbor.
Given the topographic changes and the existing forestation of the top of the ledge area the
impact should be minimal if any at all, and the building is not expected to have much volume
of in and out traffic.

There is no lighting proposed on the site beyond some wall mounted fixtures on the building.
This approach will also minimize the presence of the facility.

The site circulation utilizes the large existing paved area and the circulation from the rear of
the building works well on the site and trash is placed to be accessible for collection.

The project removes several trees and replaces them as required by the Town. The mix of tree
types was reviewed and approved by the Board. Behind the building and around the retention
pond is noted as “loam and seed”, which typically means lawn. The applicant did not have a
final choice of the landscaping in that area, the Board suggested using grasses or ground covers
that would not require mowing.

The DRB approved of the site planning and building design of the addition to the Jack
Cogswell Building.

Dear Planning Board Members and Ms. Newman:

I am writing on behalf of Beth Israel Deaconess Hospital-Needham (BIDN), located at 148
Chestnut Street. As demand for its services increases, exacerbated by the closing of other area hospitals,
BIDN is experiencing increasing challenges in providing adequate parking for patients and visitors.

To help address this issue, BIDN has acquired several lots across Chestnut Street, including two
located at 14 and 20 Oak Street. Each of those lots has a residential structure on it (currently unoccupied)
but are otherwise almost entirely paved, from Oak Street on one boundary to Freeman Place on the other.

BIDN would like to demolish those structures and create a valet-only parking area to park cars of
patients and visitors (not staff) arriving at the hospital. As shown on the accompanying proposed parking
layout prepared by Margulies Peruzzi, Architects, this proposal would create 52 new parking spaces.
Because it will (if approved) be a valet-only parking area, this proposed layout does not comply with
some of the requirements of Section 5.1.3 of the Bylaws. However, as explained in the accompanying
Valet Operation Plan prepared by Dane & Company, Inc., the valet operation would be run by VPNE,
which operates similar valet operations at many Massachusetts hospitals. The Dane & Company report
concludes that this proposal will result in no inconvenience to clients or neighbors, and the relatively
small number of cars handled in this manner will not materially increase traffic on Chestnut Street.

It is BIDN’s view that this proposal complies with the requirements of section 5.1.3(i), which
establishes minimum width of maneuvering aisles. As shown on the accompanying proposed parking
layout, if the dotted spaces are in use, the drive aisle will have a minimum width of 14 feet, which
exceeds the minimum width for parallel parking spaces. When those spaces are not in use, the drive aisle
has a minimum width of 30 feet, which likewise exceeds the minimum width for 90-degree spaces.

However, approval of the proposed design shown on the accompanying plan will require waivers
of strict compliance with a number of the requirements of section 5.1.3 of the Bylaws, including 5.1.3 (¢)
handicapped parking; (f) parking space size; (h) parking space layout; (j) setbacks; (k) landscaped areas;
(1) trees; and (n) bicycle racks. For these reasons BIDN would like to discuss this proposal with the Board
informally prior to filing an application for a special permit or amendment to any existing special
permit(s) for the lots in question.

We look forward to discussing this with you at the Planning Board meeting on May 20.

Beth Israel Deaconess Hospital Needham—Valet Operation Plan

Introduction

The Hospital has three on-site parking assets—Lot A (front door); B (emergency entrance) and
C (School St. deck). It also has off-site parking for doctors on Chestnut Street and remote
employee shuttle parking at St. John of Damascus Church. By policy and operation it
preserves all of its on-site spaces for hospital visitor/patients but, because of growth of
services, now has insufficient capacity to handle all traffic to the Hospital on some days.

On-site capacity is:

Lot A 57
Lot B 67
Deck 30
Total 154

On-site spaces do turn over many times per day but the number of visitors is now large enough
to exceed capacity some days because of typical 1.5 hour hospital visit times. All of the lots
are controlled by the Hospital administration and their parking vendor, VPNE. VPNE has
employees at the front door to assist turnover of the parking spaces and to provide wheelchair
and other assistance.

The Hospital has retained Dane & Company to evaluate their parking assets and to provide a
plan for the operation of a proposed nearby valet parking facility on an interim basis before
developing a more permanent solution. In order to accomplish this task, we:

Visited the Hospital on several days to observe existing operations

Studied arial photography, neighboring businesses and traffic patterns on Chestnut Street
Reviewed other valet operations at a number of comparable hospitals

Reviewed plans for a valet-only parking lot at Freeman Place

Dane & Company, Inc. is a general parking consultancy. We have twenty-five years experience
in evaluations and operations of similar facilities and have consulted on dozens of valet
projects including, in 2025 alone, operations at: Miriam Hospital; Rhode Island Hospital and
St. Elizabeth’s Hospital .

Operating Plan—Infrastructure

» The Hospital employs the talent of a professional parking company—VPNE. VPNE operates
at 19 total hospitals and has valet locations at all of them. In fact, similar valet operations
exist at most Massachusetts hospitals.

« The 10-20 Oak Street proposed parking facility can hold as many as 52 valet cars as shown
on the plan by Margulies Peruzzi, Architects.



« The density of cars on the valet lot will be approximately 250 square feet per car space
which is near the generous end of normal for valet locations, which vary between 200 and
275 square feet per car space.

« The lot would have an entrance and exit on Freeman Place, which is a private way and with
no through traffic because it dead ends at the railroad tracks.

» The street access from the valet area in Lot A to the proposed lot is excellent because it is
controlled by a traffic signal on Chestnut Street with only three hundred total feet of travel.
See the travel plan below.

Operating Plan—Activity

The area of the current valet stand at the Hospital front door is the control point for the valet
operation. If Lot A begins to fill, attendants will take cars to the Freeman Place lot for
customers desiring this service. Their trip involves simply exiting the lot to the left on Chestnut
with an immediate right on Freeman Place. After parking on the valet lot, attendants will return
keys to the valet stand together with the ticket for the car parked. Customers who have
availed themselves of this service will simply present their valet ticket to the attendants for
retrieval when they return.

« Because the cars are being handled by a reputable parking company, no inconvenience to
either clients or neighbors should be experienced.

« The relatively small number of cars handled in this manner will not materially increase traffic
on Chestnut Street.

She reviewed the rules
of conduct for all meetings. This meeting does include one public hearing and public comment will be allowed. If any
votes are taken at the meeting the vote will be conducted by roll call.

Public Hearing:

7:00 p.m. Article 1: Amend Zoning By-Law — Flood Plain District
Article 2: Amend Zoning By-Law — Map Change to Flood Plain District

Upon a motion made by Mr. Crocker, and seconded by Mr. McCullen, it was by a vote of the four members present
unanimously:
VOTED: to waive the reading of the public hearing notice.

Ms. Newman gave an overview. She furnished a flood plain map so the members could see where the old flood plain line
was and where the new flood plain line is. The federal government updated the FEMA lines, which were last updated in
2012. The map represents the changes made. Needham is required, to ensure people still have flood insurance, to accept
the new maps and update the zoning framework to reflect the changes. This is changing the flood plain line in Needham as
a result of new data coming in and the National Flood Insurance Program has a series of requirements that communities
have to adopt. This has been in place for a long time but the Massachusetts communities were not required to adopt it.
They are now required to adopt it and need to make sure the regulations are in place.

Ms. Newman noted the changes include a revised Statement of Program and Purpose designating a community flood plain
administrator. Needham has chosen to designate the Town Engineer for that purpose. There are a series of definitions
embedded in the federal law that need to be incorporated in Needham’s definition section. Also, the special permit section
needs to be revised so that all new construction in the flood plain is governed by a special permit. There are some established
flood way encroachment standards along water courses that do not have regulatory flood way designations. There are some
elevation and anchorage standards for recreational vehicles that need to be replaced in the By-Law. An insurance statement
is to be required to ensure the individual has received the state and federal permits being required. The town will be
responsible for making sure the permits have been obtained.

Ms. Newman stated the Town has to supply FEMA with additional data within 6 months if anything changes in the flood
way and there are some notification requirements under the building code and some insurance notifications the town has to
follow. Reflected in the first Article, it recognized the new maps and the By-Law language has been modified to reflect the
changes FEMA is now requiring in order to ensure Needham residents eligible for flood insurance can actually secure it.
She sent a draft By-Law to DCR and it was returned with some suggested technical changes. There was a map reference to
add. References to new maps were not updated in some places and they were asked to include references to the AE and
All zones. The State will accept this By-Law with these changes.

Town Engineer Thomas Ryder prepared a couple of maps. One is an overlay of the existing map and the second map is the
FEMA ortho photo with everything overlaid with changes in the size of the flood plains in the whole town. There is not
much change. There are some base flood plain elevations along the Charles River noted on the south side of town and
changes of a couple of inches elevation difference on the north and east side. An area closer to the west side of town
increases by a few inches and a few areas added over by 128/Kendrick Street. Rosemary is also added and was not on the
original. There are just a few inches here and there and a few sections added here and there. Mr. Crocker asked if this was
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based on a 100-year storm. Mr. Ryder noted it was based on a 100-year storm for a 1% chance of flooding. Ms. Espada
asked if there are any new private properties being affected. Mr. Ryder does not see any private properties being affected
based upon the study area designed for a one-mile catchment area.

Mr. Crocker stated, on the map, it says SRB on the other side of 128. He asked if it should be SRA and was informed there
is some SRA there. Mr. Ryder noted there is a draft plan. He will prepare the final version for Town Meeting. Ms. Espada
asked if there were any concerns. Ms. Newman noted she has worked through the process and worked with the state. The
draft By-Law has been revised and approved with the changes. There were no public comments.

Upon a motion made by Mr. Alpert, and seconded by Mr. Crocker, it was by a vote of the four members present

unanimously:

VOTED: to close the hearing.

Ms. Espada noted the Select Board wants a member, or designee, from the Planning Board and other town Board’s. An
RFP has been done for a consultant to engage the future of the site and options for reuse. Mr. Alpert asked if the Planning
Board would have a say in the 2 members at large. Ms. Espada noted it says the Select Board would be the appointing
authority so she assumes it would be the Select Board. She noted this is an appointment for 3 years, but the charge is for
one year. She would like to be on this committee.

Upon a motion made by Mr. Crocker, and seconded by Mr. McCullen, it was by a vote of the four members present
unanimously:

VOTED: to appoint Ms. Espada to the Stephen Palmer Reuse Development Committee.

Mr. Crocker noted the Board usually does not have meetings in July. Ms. Clee stated she usually waits until after the
election, then she asks when people are around. There is usually one meeting in July and one in August. Mr. McCullen
feels there should be input from the new member. They could pencil in some dates but should wait to set it. Ms. Clee will
work around the members. She will put it back on the agenda for 4/15/25.

Report from Planning Director and Board members

Mr. Crocker noted a Planning Board member from Wellesley will be at the Large House Committee meeting on Monday to
discuss their process and their review of large houses. Mr. McCullen noted the Mobility and Envision Needham has not
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met since the last time, so he has no updates. Ms. Newman noted she and Mr. Crocker are going to the Finance Committee
on 4/9 to answer some questions about the flood plain and in front of the Select Board the week after. The 4/15/25 meeting
has been moved to Town Hall to be there if the Select Board has any questions.

The Needham Planning Board meeting, held in the Charles River Room of the Public Services Administration Building,
and virtually using Zoom, was called to order by Artie Crocker, Vice-Chairman, on Tuesday, April 1, 2025, at 7:00 p.m.
with Messrs. Block, Alpert and McCullen, Planner, Ms. Newman and Assistant Planner, Ms. Clee. Ms. Espada arrived at
7:06 p.m.

Mr. Crocker noted this is an open meeting that is being held in a hybrid manner per state guidelines. He reviewed the rules
of conduct for all meetings. This meeting does not include any public hearings and no public comment will be allowed. If
any votes are taken at the meeting the vote will be conducted by roll call.

ANR Plan — Robert DiPierro, Applicant: John Zadroga, VVasu Talluri, Property Owners, (Property located at 235
Central Avenue and 9 Rosegate Road, Needham, MA).

Ms. Newman noted the plan was signed earlier. The Board allowed a lot line adjustment between Lot 2A and Lot 3B. Now
the applicants are revising another lot line adjustment. Lot A will be conveyed to Lot 2A and Lot B will be conveyed to
Lot 3B. There is required frontage on a public way. This has been reviewed by Engineering and Planning Board staff and
she recommends the Board vote to endorse the plan Approval Not Required.

Upon a motion made by Mr. Block, and seconded by Mr. McCullen, it was by a vote of the four members present
unanimously:
VOTED: to endorse the plan ANR as presented.

Agreement: Scenic Road Act and Public Shade Tree Act: The Town of Needham, 1471 Highland Avenue, Needham,
MA Petitioner (Property located at 1285 and 1307 South Street (Assessor’s Map 211, Parcel 5), across from 12 Fisher
Street/0 South Street (Assessor’s Map 209, Parcel 1) and 1115 South Street (Assessor’s Map 207, Parcel 3).

Ms. Newman noted this is a follow up to the Planning Board’s hearing for the Town’s Scenic Road request. They are
waiting on the final caliper size of the trees from Tree Warden Ed Olsen, which has not been received. She was hoping the
Board could accept the agreement in its current form and ultimate recommendation from Tree Warden Olsen on the caliper
of the 15 trees to be planted. Mr. Alpert stated the applicant was saying the trees are to be replaced 2 to 1 but not planted
in the same location. Ms. Newman noted that was correct. There needs to be 30 trees and not 15. She will revise that. Mr.
Alpert wants to make sure the DPW applicant is in agreement that it is not 15 trees.

Ms. Espada arrived at 7:06 p.m.

Mr. Alpert noted on page 2, paragraph 4, it says “any damage to other private property shall be restored....” That “other”

should be taken out. The trees are not on private property. It should say “any damage to private property.” Ms. Newman

stated that was fine. All agreed “other” will come out. Mr. McCullen stated it should say 30 trees or a 2 to 1 replacement.

Upon a motion made by Mr. Block, and seconded by Mr. McCullen, it was by a vote of the five members present

unanimously:

VOTED: to agree to this agreement with the Town with the additional changes as follows: in paragraph 2, the number
of trees installed should be changed from 15 to 30, the caliper of the trees will be as agreed by the Tree
Warden and remove the word “other” in paragraph 4.

Report from Planning Director and Board members

Ms. Newman noted there was a request from the League of Women Voters to know which members are being assigned to
which precinct at their warrant meeting. Ms. Espada will take Precincts A, B and C; Mr. McCullen will take Precincts D
and E; Mr. Block will take Precincts F and G; Mr. Crocker will take Precincts H, I and J and Ms. Newman will take the
conference room with the new Planning Board member. Ms. Newman stated she is looking at taking the large house
information to Town Meeting in 2026. The Planning Board will have hearings beginning in January 2026. A question
came up as to how soon the Planning Board would need the final recommendation from the Committee to move forward
with that schedule. She asked if mid-November would be sufficient. Mr. Crocker stated he would want to notice a hearing
in January for a hearing in February or March. He anticipates having public hearings and having some of the Large House
Committee members come to the Planning Board meetings starting at the next meeting to give status updates. Mr. Block
would like to have the information, at the latest, in October and Mr. Crocker agreed. Ms. Newman stated she is looking at
May.

Ms. Espada noted the Committee needs to figure out how to define FAR and how to effectively regulate the use. Should it
be a fixed cap or a fixed cap with an escape value like Wellesley does? There will probably be a Large House meeting in
May or early June and there will be 3 meetings. The Committee will work on strategies over the summer. Mr. Alpert stated
the first Monday in May is late. If Town Meeting goes for 4 nights the 4" night is 5/14. He feels they would want to have
it after Town Meeting. Mr. Block does not want it after Town Meeting. The Committee should have their act together and
have a listening meeting in early May and a 2" meeting before the summer. Ms. Newman noted the focus on an extra
meeting was to come up with some proposals regarding FAR and present them as options in September. She wants to do
some modeling and that would be done over the summer for presentation in September.

Ms. Espada requested Ms. Newman put together a calendar. Mr. Crocker would want to have 2 public hearings. Mr.
McCullen stated there were 3 public hearings for the tennis courts. He feels there may need to be more public hearings for
Large Houses. Ms. Newman noted this needs to be done in January for a hearing in February so there is time. Mr. Crocker
feels the Committee needs to bring it to the Planning Board by October. Mr. Block feels getting the official modeling set
up is critical. Ms. Newman is doing the RFP now for consulting for the 3D modeling. Mr. Block feels it would be better if
that company was engaged soon, preferably in May, and present for 10 minutes on what their influencing factors are for the
algorithm. It is only an equation. The public needs to know what a, b, ¢ and d are. The sooner that is set up the better. It
could be prepped and presented at the Large House Public Engagement Meeting. The meeting could be done the 3 or 4%
week of May and have the company that is engaged speak for 10 minutes at it. Mr. Crocker is not sure that is possible.

Mr. McCullen stated the whole issue is about the fiscal impact analysis for why this Town has not had the appetite to do
something earlier. We are now going to change that, which is fine, but the impacts need to be looked at, presented and have
the community able to say it is fine. The crux of the issue is the privacy rights of the individuals on their property and what
their value is able to do to sell it. A fiscal impact analysis is the most important thing for this Committee to figure out. Mr.
Crocker agrees people selling the house would have the rights. The changes we are doing have an impact on the community,
their value and the quality of life. Mr. McCullen stated the fiscal impact to the Town, the buyer and the seller all need to
be looked at. The fiscal impact is the most important factor of this process. Mr. Crocker noted the committee is still looking
at the values. It is an important metric to know but there are a number of other factors that will have weight as well.

Mr. Alpert suggested if Town Meeting goes for 4 nights that would be the week of the 12™. He does not feel they want to
have a 3™ major meeting on the Town Meeting weeks. If they go to the 26" that is Memorial Day. He feels they may want
to schedule a hearing for Wednesday, 5/21, or Thursday, 5/22 and a report to Town Meeting before Memorial Day. Mr.
Block asked when the RFP is due. Ms. Newman needs to put together the scope of work for the 3D model and they will
work together on the fiscal impact. Mr. Block feels the fiscal impact analysis is more critical than modeling if they can get
the RFP out by the end of next week. Ms. Newman asked what they are modeling if they do not know what is going to be
proposed. Mr. Block noted actual variables like FAR, lot size and height. That should be laid out and say, for example,
FAR is from here to here. The Committee will decide on lot coverage, FAR and square footage on a lot. Mr. Crocker stated
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the Committee were looking at non-conforming lots and picking as many samples as possible. They are now looking at
conforming lots. They are looking at parameters and visuals of what they are looking like. Does it fit or not, what changes
would we like, and will there be a fiscal impact? The Chair of the Wellesley Planning Board came to the meeting yesterday
and some of that could apply to Needham.

Ms. Newman stated the fiscal piece could be linked to the different modeling being developed. Mr. Block commented it
should not take 6 weeks to complete as it is not that difficult. Ms. Espada commented it takes a while to tweak it. They
want to know the criteria by which the fiscal impact is going to be created and to give a big picture of what the impact would
be. Mr. Alpert asked who is doing the fiscal impact analysis. Ms. Newman noted there will be an RFP. Mr. Alpert stated
Mr. Block suggested getting that RFP out to hire someone to do the fiscal analysis so they can do the modeling and can hit
the ground running. He feels they should get the RFP out. Ms. Newman stated she met with Wellesley and was surprised
to hear about their system. It has a lot of support in Wellesley. Their system says you can build on a 10,000 square foot lot
3,100 square feet, which is inclusive of the garage. They started at 3,600 square feet. If the applicant wants bigger, they
can go through the large house review. It seems only 20% of houses are going above these limits. She is surprised it is not
more. Mr. Crocker noted the Wellesley Chairman said when someone comes for a large house review, they look at the
neighborhood, what is happening in it and how it would fit with that. That builds a lot of value over time. They are taking
control and being careful with what they are doing.

Mr. McCullen made a motion to adjourn and to acknowledge Mr. Alpert for his 10-year contribution and volunteering on
this Board and many others and the time and effort to this Board and his broader service to the Town. Mr. Alpert thanked
him for the kind words. He has enjoyed every minute of it with the exception of 1688 Central Avenue which was a challenge.
He wanted to acknowledge having served with wonderful people on this Board. Some were already friends and some became
friends. That is an experience he will treasure. They are excellent people with hearts in the right place. He also wanted to
acknowledge Lee Newman and Alexandra Clee. He appreciated their expertise, devotion to the Town and the Board. It
was wonderful working with them. Ms. Espada stated Mr. Alpert has a way of assessing what everyone is saying and
bringing it together to move it forward in a thoughtful way.

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NEEDHAM PLANNING BOARD MINUTES

April 15, 2025

The Needham Planning Board meeting, held in the Great Plain Room at Needham Town Hall, and virtually using Zoom,
was called to order by Natasha Espada, Chairman, on Tuesday, April 15, 2025, at 7:00 p.m. with Messrs. Block, McCullen,
Crocker and Greenberg, Planner, Ms. Newman and Assistant Planner, Ms. Clee.

Ms. Espada noted this is an open meeting that is being held in a hybrid manner per state guidelines. She reviewed the rules
of conduct for all meetings. This meeting does not include any public hearings and no public comment will be allowed. If
any votes are taken at the meeting the vote will be conducted by roll call.

Heather Lane Definitive Subdivision and Heather Lane Extension Definitive Subdivision/Residential Compound
Special Permit Bond Reduction.

Ms. Newman noted the first section is the Heather Lane Residential Subdivision. The Board is holding $15,000 in surety.
There is a recommendation from the DPW to release that amount. The Town put a conservation restriction in the easement
that is perpetual in nature. This needs to be signed off from the state which has not been done yet. The documents have
gone to the state and Town Counsel is closing that out. She does not want that holding up the release of the bond. The
other recommendation from the DPW is for the release of $8,500 surety they are holding for the Heather Lane Extension.

Upon a motion made by Mr. Block, and seconded by Mr. McCullen, it was by a vote of the five members present

unanimously:

VOTED: to authorize the release of $8,500 with respect to surety currently being held for the street maintenance
related to the Heather Lane Extension Subdivision.

Upon a motion made by Mr. Block, and seconded by Mr. McCullen, it was by a vote of the five members present

unanimously:

VOTED: to authorize the release of $15,000 related to the surety with respect to the street maintenance for the Heather
Lane Subdivision.

Update from the Large House Review (LHR) Committee.

Moe Handel, Co-Chair of the Large House Review Committee, gave a brief overview. The study is the result of a charge
from the Planning Board to this Committee. It is a very public process and the Committee will develop information that
can be shared. There will be public workshops starting in June with a pause over the summer and will pick up again in the
Fall. They are developing information from 4 similar communities to share with the Board and others to see what others
have done and what is applicable. The 4 communities are Concord, Wellesley (who they have already met with), Newton
and Lexington. There are plans to meet with Newton. A consultant will be involved with the financial aspects of costs.
The Committee is committed to having the maximum public process.

Oscar Mertz, the architect on the Committee, stated they are 4 months into the charge. The Committee looked first at non-
conforming lots under 10,000 square feet and are now looking at conforming lots 10,000 square feet up to 15,000 square
feet. They will compare and contrast with other towns. One aspect that is being analyzed is the best way to measure houses.
The Committee decided the main task is to measure bulk, which is above ground and the most obvious factor. Currently
FAR, setbacks, height and lot coverage are being measured. The Committee wants to test best control measures. The
coverage limits are very generous. Builders are maxing out FAR and not lot coverage. Mr. Handel stated how FAR is
defined is part of this. Mr. Mertz noted setbacks are another tool. There are 2 sizes of setbacks — 14 feet on conforming
lots and 12 feet on non-conforming lots. It is not significant, but they are keeping it open. People are very conscious of
height. Height limits are 35 feet now and will be analyzed. Lot coverage is currently very generous. There may be an
opportunity to limit coverage. All this will be looked at.
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Mr. Mertz stated FAR is currently measured by ground floor and first floor. Basements and third floor, or attic space, are
not counted by Needham. The Committee is studying all existing houses and drawings so they can see exactly what is being
built. He thinks it is important to measure to include the first, second and third floor. There is a debate about including the
garage or not. The lower level is not necessarily to be calculated, but there is some discussion regarding this. Mr. Crocker
noted anything related to bulk. Mr. Mertz noted what can been seen is being measured. They are analyzing what is being
done in Needham. The Committee is reviewing surveys, will compare to other towns and will be getting together with the
community to hear their concerns. Then they will develop ideas and a proposal to bring back to the Board. The next
meeting is scheduled in June. Data will be collected over the summer, then there will be 2 meetings in the Fall and it will
be brought to the Planning Board in November or December. Ms. Clee stated the meeting may be June 9 due to the High
School graduation. She noted it is not a hearing but a community meeting. Ms. Espada noted the goal is to bring to the
May Town Meeting. Ms. Newman stated there is time to hold a hearing and have 2 continuances, if necessary, before Town
Meeting.

Mr. McCullen stated, in regards to the fiscal impact analysis, he asked if they could talk a bit more about how they would
handle that process. If capping the valuation, or the ability to sell a house by reducing it by $200,000, that is the most
important thing of this entire process. Mr. Handel stated that is on the list and it can be addressed further. Bill Paulson, the
Realtor on the Committee, stated they are looking at the numbers and different ranges of sizes and lots. They are looking
at what was paid for knock downs and what is being built. It is being kept in mind. He does not know how an independent
company would analyze this or what would happen if they cannot build a big home. Mr. Mertz noted all information will
have to be weighed and data will be received from everyone. Mr. Crocker commented what size the builder wants to build
also needs to be considered. Mr. Paulson noted there is a cross-over between builders and families. Mr. McCullen noted
they are looking to incentivize people’s ability to add on or to at least make it easier. Mr. Paulson stated that has not been
looked at that much.

Mr. Block cautioned if setting rules for an existing house to be added on to to be larger than what the FAR would be for
new construction. He is not sure that is a lawful activity as it is advantaging one group over another. Mr. Paulson stated it
is not smart either. Mr. Crocker stated rules are triggered when people want to add on. Ms. Espada noted the biggest thing
is the cost of the property. The same materials will be used. Mr. Block also cautioned the exercise is responding to public
concern regarding the size of the box on the lot and not talking about a different goal of causing a reduction in land values
for single-family homes. Ms. Espada noted they are not saying that at all. They are not talking about creating affordable
housing. Mr. Mertz stated the Committee has had preliminary meetings with the Wellesley Planning Board and what has
been built on their 7,000 to 10,000 square foot lots up to the 15,000 square foot lots. Wellesley has had less construction in
the last 10 years than Needham has. There are a greater percentage of additions rather than new construction. Their control
mechanism is a layered large house review. This deterrent has shown itself to be effective. They measure total livable area
plus garage (TLAG). They have a deterrent of a large house review. Wellesley feels they have put a system in place that
is successfully deterring people from knocking houses down. Their as of right is set at lower than Needham allows.

Mr. Paulson stated when opening up to large house review, Wellesley looks at everything including lighting, landscaping,
tree removal, and a lot of things they would not be looking at with a by right approval. Mr. Mertz noted for by right
Wellesley still has a tree survey. Ms. McKnight, the Planning Board designee, noted Needham has a special permit but
Wellesley has a site plan review process. Mr. Crocker noted Wellesley also has a light survey. Mr. Mertz stated Wellesley
involves the neighbors right away. Mr. McCullen asked what Wellesley’s timeline was for approval of a standard house
before they implemented this. It is now a 9 month to a year process. Paul McGovern, the developer builder on the
Committee, stated a lot of people are choosing not to go through the TLAG process. Mr. Mertz stated Wellesley has a
different level of final product. Mr. Block believes there is a relationship between trees and stormwater drainage or
absorption. That is a valid concern. Ms. Espada noted the next steps will include a meeting in June and this will go to the
Planning Board by the end of the year. She feels PR and marketing are critical.

Zoning Article Assignments for the Annual and Special Town Meetings and further Board discussion on Warrant
Articles.

Ms. Newman noted the Board will present the Base Plan to Town Meeting. Ms. Espada is available to present it on Monday
but will not be available on Wednesday. Ms. Newman noted Assistant Town Manager Katie King updated the capital memo
and grant memo. They will be available on the town’s website. The other Article is the Flood Plain Article which will be
done on the Special Town Meeting the following Monday. Mr. McCullen will do that. The Warrant Article and room
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assignments are in the packet for the League of Women Voters Warrant meeting on 4/28 from 7:30 p.m. to 9:30 p.m. at the
Center at the Heights. She will schedule a meeting before Town Meeting.

Report from Planning Director and Board members

Ms. Newman stated she has an RFP out to hire a consultant to look at the reuse of the Stephen Palmer property. She has
extended the timeline for people to submit their proposals because she did not get any. The deadline is this week, and she
is hoping to get some qualified proposals. Ms. Clee noted she has not seen a lot from Envision Needham and would like to
know where they are at. Mr. McCullen noted communication is not necessarily the strongest point of any project in
Needham. There are 3 slots on the Envision Committee — landlord, business owner and one other business related role.
There was one temporarily filled at the beginning then they left. Some have been engaged to galvanize the business
community to object to the pilot program because of perceived implications and effects on their businesses. There are a lot
of businesses in town who have seen tariffs and their assessments skyrocket. People disagree with any perceived change of
traffic or parking. The messaging is not being done right. There are renderings on Facebook that are old and not truly what
is happening. Envision Needham needs to go back and do a better job as a town and Committee communicating to the
Businesses and listen to their concerns and then say what they are proposing, this is how we believe it would not impact as
you believe and then go through with a pilot. In order to get funding they need to look at outside funding and for that they
need to look at multi-modal and that includes bike lanes. The bike lane has 3 feet between bike lanes and travel lanes so
the bikes will not get doored by cars opening up. Both designs have larger sidewalks for alfresco dining. There have been
some pitfalls. They tried to engage but the person left and no one is applying for the Committee. No one will step up.

Ms. Clee asked what the next steps are. Mr. McCullen noted the Committee has not met again since the last time. The pilot
is still going on but with genuine concern from the community they wonder if they should pause. There is some money that
was granted. The Committee would lose that funding if they pause for more feedback. A pause would extend the project
and more money would be needed. Mr. Crocker noted he is on the Committee also but has not been able to make many
meetings. Early on he heard the need for public meetings. They have not gone to businesses and said they need to have
public meetings. Mr. McCullen noted a pause will be discussed tonight.
