Board of Assessors Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 6:05 PM.
In attendance were Paul Dawson, Ted Owen, Thomas Colarusso (joined at 6:15) and Hoyt (Chip) B. Davis, Jr.  

The Board heard from Mr. Elias Patoucheas of the Claremont Companies, who wished to contest the denial of the application for abatement on his new hotel at 200 First Ave. The Board felt the valuation, and the valuation method employed, (cost vs. income) was correct for the partially completed project (as of 6/30/17).

The Board denied 4 senior exemption applications and 2 CPA exemption applications that did not comply with statutory requirements for income and/or assets.
The Board approved 3 Clause 41A renewals and 1 Clause 18 renewal. They also signed off on 1 lien letter from a previously approved Clause 41A application.
After due deliberation and review of information pertinent to the properties in question, presented by the Director, the following applications for abatement were denied: 120-13; 36-24 and 132-23.
The Board also agreed to meet with a taxpayer who wishes to discuss the disposition of their abatement applications on the evening of April 12th.
